The Chair advised that while flowers were presented to Alexe at the dinner, a further gift has been purchased of dinner at Crathorne Arms. As Alexe was attending the meeting online, the gift letter from the owner of Crathorne Arms will be presented to Alexe and Mandy when the Secretary next sees them.
